HONESTY AND FAIRNESS

Meaning of honesty

The word honesty comes from another word honest.

Honest means being truthful, direct, open, frank, straightforward and respectful of other people’s things
and ideas.

Honesty is having sincerity, truthfulness, integrity, openness, and frankness towards people and there
property.

The opposite of honesty is dishonesty.
v A dishonest person is someone you can not trust.
v A dishonest person is someone who tells lies.

v A dishonest person is likely to steal or cheat.

Examples of dishonesty amongst people.

Forging statements

Lying to others

Stealing other people’s property.

Intending to trick others into doing wrong.
Selling expired or forged things to people.
Not keeping time as required.

Not fulfilling promises.

(Telling a story about somebody who is dishonest.)
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Effects of dishonesty to people.

Failure to get help from other.
People don’t trust you.
Results into unhappiness.
People curse you.

People lose friends.

CONCERN FOR OTHERS.

What is showing concern for others?

Is feeling sorry and having a wish to help others.

Helping fetch water for the old people.
