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THE DIMENSIONS OF CRE

- There are basically three (3) dimensions which have been grouped into two

a. Christian/ Bible dimension

b. Secular.

(i) Present/ modern/ contemporary society or issues or views.

(ii) Traditional African views.

Note:

- For tasks that require Christian/ Bible views, if the student is not sure of the

bible verse, he/ she should not commit into quoting the bible verse, but rather

give;

(i) the teaching and the book,

(ii) the teaching and the testament or

(iii) only the teaching

- For tasks that require African traditional views;

(i) the concept knowledge (CK) should be in past tense.

(ii) the concept understanding (CU) should be in past tense.

(iii) then application present (AP) should be in present.

- For tasks that call for comparison i.e

(i) Relating/ differentiating the traditional African views with the views in

the text, one has to;

- state what happened in ATS (CK)

- describe how it was done/ state the society (CU)
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- give reference to the text, by mentioning what is either similar (if the

task calls for similarities) or what differs (if the task calls for

differences) (AP)

(ii) Relating/ differentiating the contemporary/ modern views with the

views in the text, one has to;

- state what happened is happening in the present situation (CK)

- describe how it is happening (CU)

- give reference to the text, by mentioning what is either similar (if the

task calls for similarities) or what differs (if the task calls for

differences) (AP)

- For tasks that call Christian views/ bible teaching;

- give the Christian teaching (CK)

- reference to the scenario/ bible text (CU)

- Value of the teaching to solve the challenge in the task (AP)

EXAMPLE

ITEM 1: A brilliant young graduate remained unemployed for ten years because of

despising available jobs. He eventually got a well-paying job as an accountant. Out of

excitement, he got into alcoholism, spending most of his night time in bars. Fifteen

years in employment, he failed to develop himself in anyway.

Tasks

(a) Using Christian views, how does the scenario inform the youth in Uganda to be

productive.
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Response:

The Christian view teaches the youth in Uganda to respect and do the work that God

avails to them. In the creation story God worked for six days without rest. According

to the scenario the young graduate remained unemployed due to despising available

jobs. If the youths in Uganda do the work that god avails them they will be employed.

(b) Explain the African Traditional views in which the scenario informs the youth in

Uganda to be reproductive.

Response:

The African Traditional view teaches the youth in Uganda to embrace hard work. In

Traditional African society, laziness was discouraged. People were proud with their

work whether they were farmers or fishermen. Staying unemployed for ten years

without work is a sign of laziness and lack of creativity on the side of the young

graduate.

NB;

- The bible text scenarios are directly picked from the bible and they the easiest

to respond to

- The approach to all tasks from all dimensions should be;

(i) have knowledge from the text (CK)

(ii) concept understanding/ Explanation (CU)

(iii) Application Present (AP), should be referred to text.

HOW THE RESPONSES ARE CODED

a. Introduction Present (IP)

- Involves, concept of definition and background of the main words or

scenario.
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- Any valid idea about the scenario.

b. Concept knowledge (CK)

- When the learner identifies the point

c. Concept understanding (CU)

- If the learner explains the concept so that it is understood depending on

the dimension i.e Christian, ATS or contemporary/ modern.

d. Application present (AP)

- If the learner applies the knowledge to the contemporary world

- It is the most important in the paragraph.

- Should be in line with the task and scenario.

e. Conclusion present (CP)

- It should be in line with the responses.

Note:

- After introducing,

- Each of the student’s paragraph should have.

(i) Concept of knowledge,

(ii) Concept of understanding and

(iii) Concept of application

- At the end a student should conclude and the conclusion should;

(i) Be in line with the responses,

(ii) Positive ie negative conclusions should be avoided.
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- IP and CP may either be scored or not, by candidates are encouraged to

give them.

- Each item should have at least a minimum of eight responses.
